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This corner of the northeastern Aegean hides unusual island images.
The topography is itself one surprise. Nearly whole Limnos consists
of low, cultivated, wavy hills.

The absence of forests and large trees characterizes the landscape,
which is complemented by important wetlands with lakes’ clusters,
excellent example of wildlife with minimal human impacts.
Completing the harmony of contrasts, the liquid element coexists
with hills of fine sand and brushwood, carrying something of desert's
charm in the middle of the Aegean Sea.

The position of Lemnos and its low hills, offer the traveler remarkable
pictures from all over the Aegean sea, even when located in the
hinterland of the island. Thassos, Samothrace, Imvros, Tenedos, Asia
Minor coasts, Saint Efstratios and the faint lines delineate the tops of
Athos and Paggeo mountain, create images of unparalleled beauty
and make Lemnos a unique observatory.

A natural environment that composes a unique sensory experience.
Eventually, photos lie.

Lemnos is an experience. The Thick Sandy shores or according to
locals, Thick Amdes, are dunes, hills of fine sand and a few scattered
bushes, carrying the charm of the desert in the northern Aegean
spread over an area of approximately 70 acres in Gomati area and
create a spectacular landscape, unique for Greece. Their peculiarity is
that they are classified among the inland rather than in coastal dunes
formed by the movement of the sand from the wind.

The phenomenon of inland dunes is rare in island regions.

Impress with your photos and be photographed against a backround
of wild olives or background... of the «Sahara» of Lemnos!

How to get there: In the Katalakko village entrance move left at the
first intersection and follow the sign to Gomati beach.

After 2 km. on a good dirt road, surrounded by olive trees, turn left,
towards the Dunes.

You will be able to see a panoramic view of the beach while at 850
meters you will find another intersection and move left again.

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At 1700 meters, you have reached the point where you can leave your
car and get the first information. A few meters further up there is a
stylish observation and rest kiosk with information about the flora and
fauna of the area.

To the north of the island at Cape Falakro or Faraklo or, as the locals
call it, a wonderful geological phenomenon reveals the geological
history of the island and creates unique images. Millions of years

ago hot volcanic lava poured from the bowels of the earth and when

it came into contact with sea water, it frozen... Resulted in creating
impressive natural sculptures which the locals also call them with the
impressive name... “fragkokefala”.

The dozens of shades of yellow of the frozen lava and globular
geological formations, next to the picturesque bays of the sea, are
worth a visit.

Alyki - Asprolimni - Chortarolimni: one of the most important
wetlands of the Aegean Sea is to the east of Lemnos.

The wetland Chortarolimni - Alyki with a total area of about 18.000
acres, consists of a cluster of three lakes, Chortarolimni, Asprolimni
and Alyki as well as the broader region around them.

The habitat of species constitutes an excellent example of wildlife
with minimal human intervention.

The region is not only great from scientific interest but also offers a
unique sensory experience.

The geographical location of the wetland is extremely important
because it is a resting place and wintering site for many species of
migratory birds.

The avifauna of the region includes more than 30 migratory and
endemic species such as egrets, herons, kestrels, partridges of
islands etc. The impressive phoenicopterus ruber -mostly known as
flamingos - spend their winters here.

Most of the flamingos will be seen at lake Alyki, where some of the
largest concentrations of the species have been recorded in Greece:
up to 5.000! Here even the ruddy shelduck is hosted, an Asian species
of duck with tawny plumage, black and white wings and goose size.
In Lemnos is one of the most important populations of this species,
which breeds in Greece and in Europe, as the geographical position of
the island facilitates its migration.

If you are lucky and patient (1) you can even see white swans, noisy
black-winged Stilts, social Eleonora’s falcons and elegant pied
avocets, with the characteristic beaks, flared upwards.

The wetland Chortarolimni - Alyki has been designated as a special
protection area for the conservation of wild birds and a site of
Community importance for the conservation of habitats, in accordance
with European directives, thus occupying a worthy place in the
network Natura 2000.

For the importance and preciousness of wetland you can be notified
from the Center for Environmental Information Calliope. Outside the
cluster of the three lakes, important wetlands are identified scattered
on the island. Larger in size meet at Moudros bay, in the airport area,
at the Old Pedino and New Koutali. How to get there: Chortarolimni
and Asprolimni can be reached from village Calliope.

The ideal spot for observation is to go through the village

and once you get to Keros beach, for Asprolimni you move

north, while for Chortarolimni area you move south reaching the
Agiogiannides region.

For winter visitors, and especially for those who seek the observation
of wild birds, it should be pointed out that the wider area of
Chortarolimni often "stagnates”, so special attention should be given
when approaching. Alyki is located about 2 km. north and occupies a
much larger area. You can visit it if while you move from Kontopouli
towards Panagia from the provincial road, turn right at dirt road which
is 3.4 km. from the exit of Kontopouli settlement.

Petrified Forest

If it was a fairy tale, we would say that once upon a very long time,
meaning before 25-20 million years, the movement of tectonic plates
and the subsequent volcanic activity threw volcanic lava, pyroclastic
materials and volcanic ash which covered the lush subtropical
vegetation of Lemnos. Simultaneously with volcanic activity there
were generated hot solutions rich in dissolved silicon dioxide and
thus began an intense hydrothermal circulation. The last entered
and permeated the volcanic rocks, in which the trunks of trees were
already, so, the process of petrification began ie the replacement,
molecule by molecule, of the organic plant material from inorganic
environmental materials. And the petrified forest of Lemnos was
created! The higher occurrence of plant remains and trunks is
observed in areas of Romanos, Varos, and Kotsina and Portianou,
while already remains have been identified in Kontias and Thanos
areas too. The Athens University researches confirm the great
scientific value of the petrified forest of the island. Today, you can see
fossils and learn about them by visiting the Town Hall of Moudros,
where impressive findings are presented from the new excavations
of the University of Athens team. Also, if you are near Varos village,
it is worth visiting the petrified trunk, at the western entrance of the
village, which came to the surface and is being protected by fencing.
A small stone path in length leads to this geological monument of
nature.
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52 53 Crater of the Volcano of Mosychlos

It does not remind of a volcanic crater, there are no steam jets, only
the crops of hardworking farmers of the area that exploit the fertile
volcanic lands. But it's a fascinating view point, not just for the island
itself, but also for several other neighboring ones. At the western
entrance of Varos, if you move north on the dirt road, after about

2,5 km you will find a small plateau, enclosed by low hills.

Most likely, the location is identified with the crater of the inactive
volcano Mosychlos. The absolute absence of trees, leave the eyes to
gaze unobstructed throughout the Aegean Sea.

Waterfalls of Kaspaka

Near the beach of Saint loannis, on the west side of the island, a
waterfall gives its stigma. The torrent of Kaspaka, also known as
“stream of Katsaitis”, creates an impressive landscape with rushing
waters dropping over a height of about 15 meters. The area is called
"Hanging Waters" and some time ago in the past there was a stone
build windmill exploiting the power of these waters.The falling water
has formed various flat surfaces at the area, with small ponds that
accommodate frogs, crabs, turtles and eels. The best time to visit is
Spring, when the waters are still plenty. How to get there: To get to the
waterfall, follow the path that starts on the south side of the beach,
and after passing a few paddocks, you will reach the waterfall.

Fokospilia at Fanaraki (Lantern)

Emerald waters and bold, striking colors on its walls, make the the
Cave of the Seal or Sealcave(Fokospilia) special. A point of unique
beauty located near Moudros, near the creek Small Lantern and
tradition wants it to be a refuge for the rare seals monachus -
monachus. The cave is accessible from the sea and from its top.

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Peninsula of Fakos
A narrow isthmus, a small strip of land linking the peninsula of Fakos
with the rest of the island. The whole peninsula is a wildlife sanctuary,
a special atmosphere, many brushwoods, rugged coastlines and
interesting colorful volcanic rocks. The scenery is spectacular as the
entire peninsula is uninhabited, the only human activity is free grazing
sheep. Lots of churches and exceptional folk architecture, paddocks,
mark the landscape. Major pasture for kehagiades|(lords of pastures)
of Lemnos, like the name of the nearest village Tsimandria

("tsi madria”, "at paddocks") reveals. Fakos remains a wildlife
sanctuary, hosting Eleonora’s falcons, kestrels, Partridges of Island,
glossy ibis, etc. At the southeast end of Fakos a lighthouse in Kombi
cape marks the entrance to Moudros bay. For the adventurous there
is a path from Cove Drymonas which leads to Kombi. On this route,
lasting 2 hours, nature excels at spring. Wildflowers and turquoise
waters create a stunning landscape.

The forest of oaks

Travelling between Repanidi and Kontopouli villages, take a look

to the small oak-trees forest, which is the only extensive natural
arboreal area in Limnos. Approximately 2.500 acres occupied by
centuries-old oaks, which probably belonged to an older natural
forest, which was deforested to create pastures and secure timber.
A number of birds nesting in their branches and complement the
rich bird life of the area, which is neighboring to the most important
wetland of the island.

Lemnia Gi (Land of Lemnos)

You might not see it and not use it, but you should definitely

know about it. Perhaps it is the first product in the world of
Protected Designation of Origin and certainly the first standardized
pharmaceutical in the medical history.

In ancient it was mined in a ritual way from the point which
Hephaestus had fallen in Lemnos, since according to legend, with its
help healed his wounds.

Tradition defines this point between Repanidi, Kotsinos and Varos
villages on Despotis Hill, Mosychlos in antiquity. Today there is a small
whitewashed chapel of Christ the Savior. Herodotus first mentions
Lemnia gi, while afterwards many scholars and doctors of antiquity
studied, used it and wrote about it. They believed it had hemostatic
effect, it cured dysentery, relieved stomach ulcers and neutralize the
snakes’ poison. The excavation ceremony consecrated by Priestess,
who was coming from Ifaisteia. Following it was transferred to the
city, where after relative processing, it was packed in small circular
tablets like today's pills and was sealed with the form of goddess
Artemis or its protected animal, meaning a goat. The extraction and
its use continued during the Byzantine period and its reputation
spread in the Arab world.

During Renaissance era Europe experienced it and travelers who
have visited or wrote about Lemnos, refer to it. In the West it was
known as terra lemnia or terra sigillata (sealed earth). In Christian
times the ceremony was combined with the celebration of the Savior
and took place on August 6. It was called Agiochoma(sacred land)
and the seal had the figure of Christ, while in the years of Ottoman
domination it was sealed with the crescent.

Small amount of the extracted clay was given to local potters in order
to manufacture bowls and vases. Last extraction reference we have
in August 1916. Analyses of both past and modern show, that Lemnia
gi consists primarily of mineral clay and alumina, and also contains a
high percentage of iron oxide.
